Connecting

To get started with IP camera you are required to have a PC connected to
the local network with Windows installed and Internet Explorer version 8
or higher.

1. Connect IP camera to the network.
2. When the camera is connected through a switch which doesn't support
PoE, connect the adapter to the power jack.
